Salvation= Deliverance from the penalty and power of sin.

The Primary saving event in the Old Testament is The EXODUS. This freedom from the slavery of Egypt was brought about by the plagues, sent by God, which were finalized in the PASSOVER.    

7. Gen 12:1-13. “…every man shall take for himself _ ____…
your lamb shall be _______ _______, a male of the first year …
Then the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it at twilight. And they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and on the lintel of the houses… It is the Lord’s Passover. For I will pass through the land of Egypt on that night, and  will strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beasts; and  against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the Lord. Now the blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you are. And when I ___ ___ _____, I will ____ ____ ___; and the plague shall not be on you to destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt.”

8. “And the Lord had given the people favor in the sight of  the Egyptians, so that they granted them what they requested. Thus they plundered the Egyptians. Then the children of Israel journeyed from Ramses to Succoth, about six hundred thousand men on foot, besides children.” Ex 12: 36-37

9. “And the ____ ____ ______ ____ by day in a pillar of cloud to lead the way, and by night in a pillar of fire to give them light, so as to go by day and night.” Ex 13:21
