THE PARABLE OF THE LOST SHEEP

“Take heed that you do not despise one of these little ones, for I say to you that in heaven their angles always see the face to my Father who is in heaven.”

1. “For the Son of man has come to  _ _ _ _  that which was lost”. (See Matthew 18:10-11 NKJ).

“What do you think? If a man has a hundred sheep, and one of them goes astray, does he not leave the ninety nine and go to the mountains to seek the one that is straying?
And if he should find it, assuredly, I say to you, he rejoices more over that sheep than over the ninety-nine that did not go astray.”

2, Even so it is not the  _ _ _ _  of your Father who is in heaven that one of these little ones should perish.”  (See Matthew 18:12-14 NKJ).

I will bless the Lord at all times; His praise shall continually be in my mouth. My soul shall make its boast in the Lord; The humble shall hear of it and be glad.

3. Oh magnify the Lord with me, and let us exalt  _ _ _  name together. (See Psalm 34:1-3 NKJ).

I sought the Lord, and He heard me, and delivered me from all my fears. They looked to Him and were radiant, and their faces were not ashamed.

4. This poor man cried out, and the Lord heard him, and  _ _ _ _ _  him out of all his troubles. (See Psalm 34:4-6 NKJ).

The angel of the Lord encamps all around those who fear Him, and delivers them. Oh, taste and see that the Lord is good; blessed is the man who trusts in Him! Oh fear the Lord, you His saints! There is no want to those who fear Him. The young lions lack and suffer hunger;

5. But those who  _ _ _ _  the Lord shall not lack any good thing. (See Psalm 34:7-10 NKJ).

Come, you children, listen to me; I will teach you the fear of the Lord. Who is the man who desires life, and loves many days, that he may see good? Keep your tongue from evil, and your lips from speaking deceit. Depart from evil, and do good;
 
6. Seek  _ _ _ _ _  and pursue it. (See Psalm 34:11-14 NKJ).

The eyes of the Lord are on the righteous, and His ears are open to their cry. The face of the lord is against those who do evil, to cut off the remembrance of them from the earth. The righteous cry out, and the Lord hears and delivers them out of all their troubles. The Lord is near to those who have a broken heart.

7. And  _ _ _ _ _  such as have a contrite spirit. (See Psalm 34:15-18 NKJ).

Many are the afflictions of the righteous. But the Lord delivers him out of them all. He guards all his bones; not one of them is broken. Evil shall slay the wicked, and those who hate the righteous shall be condemned. The Lord redeems the soul of His of his servants.

8. And none of those who trust in  _ _ _  shall be condemned. (See Psalm 34:19-22 NKJ).

Tasteless salt is worthless. “Salt is good; but if the salt has lost its flavor, how shall it be seasoned?”  It is neither fit for the land nor for the dunghill but men throw it out.

9. “  _ _  who has ears to hear, let him hear!”. (See Luke 14:34-35 NKJ).

“What man of you having a hundred sheep, if he loses one of them, does he not leave the ninety nine in the wilderness and go after the one which is lost until he finds it?” And when he has found it, he lays it on his shoulders, rejoicing. And when he comes home, he calls together his friends and neighbors saying to them, rejoice with me, for I have found my sheep which was lost!”

10. “I say to you that like wise there will be more joy in heaven over one _ _ _ _ _ _  who repents than over ninety-nine just persons who need no repentance. (See Luke 15:4-7 NKJ).

The parable of the lost coin “or woman having ten silver coins, if she loses one coin does not light a lamp, sweep the house, and search carefully until she finds it?  And when she has found it, she calls her friends and her neighbors together, saying, Rejoice with me for I have the piece which I lost?”

11. “Likewise, I say to you, there is  _ _ _  in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner who repents.”  (See Luke 15-8-10 NKJ).
