Believers Salvation Experience. It too expresses insight into past, present and future. God’s initial work into the believer’s life breaks down into various scenes.

23. Conviction of Sin. “And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment.” Jn 16:8

24. Repentance. Turning from sin to God. “I say to you that likewise there will be more joy in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine just persons who need no repentance.”   Lk 15:7

25. “For Godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death.”
2 Cor 7:10

26. Faith: This involves commitment of one’s whole life to Christ. “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.”  Jn 3:16

27. “He who believes in the Son has everlasting life; and he who does not believe the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.”    Jn 3:36

28. Confession of Christ as Lord. “And it shall come to pass that whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”  Acts 2:21

29. “That if you confess with your mouth ___ ____ _____ and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”

God’s ongoing work in the believer’s life concerns the process of maturing in Christ.

Victory over sin, through the power of the Holy Spirit can be seen in the book of Roman’s chapters 7-8.

Salvation protects your mind. When the helmet of salvation is wrapped tightly around your mind, the devil’s strategies to take you captive, cannot work.   

Paul viewed your salvation as a helmet upon your mind. After all, when you were saved, God rescued you not only spiritually, but also mentally.

Eph 2:3 says, “By Nature”, we were all “The children of wrath.”
Wrath-means “we were bent out of proportion.”

The devil left his marks and scars all over our minds and emotions when we were under his control, BUT NOW:

43. “ Giving thanks to the Father who has _________ us to be partakers of the inheritance of the saints in the light. He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love, in whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins.   Col 1:12-14

We must allow God’s power to work in our minds and renew them to right thinking, to saved thinking. God intends for your mind to think like a mind controlled by the Holy Spirit.

How do I do this?
A. Study what the Bible says about your salvation.
B. Know what the bible teaches about Jesus’ redemptive work to deliver, heal, preserve and give a sound mind to you.
C. NEVER stop meditating on those truths. Wrap them around your brain, and let them protect your mind. As you do so, you will be transformed.

The helmet represents something Christ is doing in us and through us in the world. This helmet can keep our thinking straight and preserve us from mental confusion and darkness.
